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1. Take your camera along to the Centenary Events and Celebrations happening across the UK. This could be at your meeting place, on a day trip, on a camp or holiday or even on an overseas adventure. You have until 20 October 2010 to take your photos!
2. Take photos which capture your experience. They can be of anything you like.

3. Check your photos with your leader. All Girlguiding UK Leaders hold photo permission for girls in guiding to have their photos taken. Parents are asked for this when girls start guiding. Show your leader your best photos and check with her that all the girls in your photos have permission for them to be shared with Girlguiding UK.

4. Then you are ready to submit your photos. You can do this via Flickr (see the link below). Anyone over 18 can upload the photos to Flickr for you. They need to complete the competition criteria (see below) and state the name of the Girlguiding UK leader who holds the photo permissions for the girls in the photo. It might be easier to do this by email where possible.

5. If the photos do not hold an image of anyone under 16 in them you don’t need to worry about photo permission (see point 3). 

6. If you are unsure, please check with your leader.

7. The competition’s deadline for entries is 20 November 2010. Winners will be announced in spring 2011.

Photo criteria – please add in the description of your photo:


· The name of your photo.
· A short description of the Centenary Moment captured (no more than 150 words.)
· Your Country or Region.
· The name of your unit.
· The date of birth of the photographer.
· The date the photo was taken.
· Photo permission has been obtained for all children under 16 in the photos and is held by a Girlguiding UK leader and is held by XXname of LeaderXX.
