Our Leader Charlie is an In4mer too. She came into Brownies and ran a session on Communication with us. We’ve recently had a swap around in our Sixes and we have lots of new Brownies too. The session helped us to understand how important it is to communicate well with everybody. 

We started by playing Silly Faces. This is like Chinese whispers but you pass around a funny face instead. It was fun thinking of what face we could pull, when it was our turn to start. We realised after a couple of turns how important it is to really look at what someone’s doing and not to look away until we understand what face we have to pass on to the next person in the circle.

After that game was finished we were asked to get into a line from oldest to youngest without talking. We were then split into pairs to start our next activity. One from each pair was asked to come to the table and draw a picture. We then had to go and sit back-to-back with our partner, and tell them what to draw and see if we could get our pictures to match. When we had finished we swapped and they went to draw a picture and they had to tell me what to draw. 

We sat in a group afterwards to talk about that activity. We all decided that next time we had to do it we had to tell them more details, like how big we needed them to draw certain things, rather than tell them just to draw a circle. It was funny to see people’s pictures. A lot of the pairs had the same picture but they were just different sizes!

As we sat in a circle we were asked to count to ten. We all said this was easy until we heard the rules. We could each say one number and that was it. If two or more of us said the same number, we had to start again from number 1! It took us ages to get to ten as we were not allowed to work out who was going to say what number. Everyone jumped up and danced around when we got to ten!!

Everybody had a good time and we can’t wait for another session on something different.
