Part C - LEASEHOLD PROPERTY

Although property often has to be leased  because a Unit cannot afford to buy 

land or there is no suitable land available for purchase, a lease has certain disadvantages.  It gives no permanent asset to the Unit; as a rule, any permanent buildings put up on leasehold land become the property of the landlord at the end of the lease.  Many grant aiding bodies will not give grants for buildings to be put up on leasehold land unless the lease is fairly long (usually at least 21 years).  

Most leases granted these days contain rent review clauses, so that after some 

years (probably five) the Guides may well find themselves paying a higher rent: this must always be borne in mind when assessing future commitments.
